Approved 2008 Spring Turkey Season Proposals
Presented by Mike Widner

The 2008 spring turkey season recommendations are presented for approval. These
recommendations have been made after review of recent harvest, brood survey and
gobbling chronology data as well as public comment. The Wildlife Management
Division staff recommends the continuation of the conservative season structure
implemented in spring 2007 to include a later opening date and shorter spring turkey
season. This conservative season structure has increased gobbler carryover—which has
been declining since 2001—nhelping to stabilize the recent declines in turkey populations
and harvest. The recommended 2008 spring season structure as proposed by the WMD
Turkey Team would be to continue with the same season structure that was in place in

spring 2007, with dates adjusted forward 2 days for calendar shift. Season
recommendations are:

e April 5-6 Youth Hunt in Turkey Zones 1, 1A, 2, 3, 4, 4A, 4B, 5, 5A, 5B, 6, 7, 7A, 8, 9,
9A and 10; March 29-30 Youth Hunt in Turkey Zone 17; April 12-May 2 in Turkey
Zones 1, 2, 3,4B, 5,5B, 6, 7, 7A, 8,9 and 10; April 5-27 in Turkey Zone 17; April 12-25
in Turkey Zones 1A, 4, 4A, 5A and 9A

The 2008 recommendation provides for no change in the current bag limit of no more than one
legal turkey per day, no more than one jake, and no more than two legal turkeys per season.

A total of 22 Youth Permit Hunts and 32 Quota Permit Hunts on Wildlife Management
Areas/National Wildlife Refuges are recommended for approval.

Changes are recommended on seven (7) WMAs: permit or archery hunts are being added to four
WMAs, the bag limit is being increased on one WMA and hunting opportunities are being
reduced on two WMAs.

A summary of public comments that have been received since the 2007 spring season proposal
was made at the September Commission meeting will be presented.
