DRIVER’S LICENSE FAILING SKILL TESTING RULE (Rule 2)
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SECTION 1: PURPOSE
The purpose of these Rules is to define driver’s license skill testing offenses and
penalties for a failed exam as provided by Ark. Code Ann. §27-16-705(c).

SECTION 2: AUTHORITY

These rules are promulgated pursuant to the authority of the Director of the
Department of the Arkansas State Police (Department) under Ark. Code Ann. § 27-
16-705 (c) and §25-15-201, et seq.

A person fails the driver’s license skill test for a non-serious or serious offense; the
person committed an offense of:

A. Any person violating any portion of Section 3(A) of these Rules on the first
offense will receive a verbal warning

B. Any person violating any portion of Section 3(B) of these Rules on the second
offense will receive a two (2) week penalty unless the violation warrants an

automatic failure.

C. Any person violating any portion of Section 3(C) of these Rules will receive a
mandatory thirty (30) day penalty.

D. The Department will electronically record all offenses and penalties.
