~N Teaching Strategies

1. Review “What is a symbol?” Examine the symbol of the American flag. Brainstorm
rules of etiquette for the American flag (display, treatment, salute, disposal).

2. Invite a guest speaker to demonstrate the rules of etiquette (Woodmen of the World,
veteran, government official).

3. Discuss the purpose in celebrating the following national holidays:

* Labor Day » Veterans Day * Thanksgiving
* Columbus Day * Martin Luther King, Jr. Day * Presidents’ Day
* Independence Day * Constitution Day

4. Students will make a calendar depicting national holidays with symbols they have
created. (e.g. Liberty Bell for Independence Day, flag for Veterans Day, Constitution
for Constitution Day)

5. Review previous state symbols and identify the state gem, mineral, rock, mammal,
and anthem. (Could be coordinated with a science lesson.) Create a booklet of
state symbols. (Attachment 1) Optional: Include new state symbols, grain — rice and
butterfly — Diana Fritillary. Research other symbols that may be newly legislated.

6. Collaborate with the music teacher to learn the Arkansas anthem, Arkansas by Eva
Ware Barnett. (Attachment 2)

7. Interview parents on who they consider to be the most important people in Arkansas
history either living or deceased. Chart the findings. Discuss the contributions of
these people.
